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	This article was about an electronic Rubik's cube. There are multiple LED lights that identify what color the square is. Also, the device involves a total of 7 computer chips, one for each side and 1 to sync them all together. You simply use your finger to move a row and the chips will transfer the color sequence to the next cube face. Plus, you won't have to worry about accidentally changing the cube with the hand you are holding it with, the cube senses which side is facing up, and desensitizes the other five. The cube also includes features such as an "undo", "hint", and "solve" function. 

	I think this is a clever idea to advance technology. The idea eliminates the possibility of peeling off the stickers, but then you can simply tell the cube to solve itself. I would love to have one of these devices, but I'm not sure I would run the risk of my brother getting his destructive hands on a toy that costs about $150! The LED lights make it very pretty. I chose this article because I have been struggling to solve my Rubik's cube, and the word caught my eye.
